




10 Flex away Work from the 
outside of the ShowStopper toward the 
center of the mat. Pull it over the edge to 
help the pieces un-mold. 

16 Assembly-heat the base 
The base plate is heated slightly to create 
a better bond with the sugar ‘risers’ that 
will be connected. 

13 Gentle Let the weight of the mat 
pull down as the long thin spires are 
removed.

18 Movable base Build the 
showpiece on a ceramic tile so it is easy 
to move around. 

15 Fire polish There will be micro 
bubbles on the castings. A quick flame 
polish is a good way to get a cleaner finish.

12 Push out inclusions Chef 
Tréand gently works out the small 
inclusions after teasing back the edges.

17 Heat the risers The ‘risers’ 
surface is melted slightly, then set in place 
on the warmed base. 

11 Relief cuts Throughout the 
molds, there are relief cuts put in areas 
where there is tension. The cuts allow for 
more successful un-molding. Do not be 
afraid to make your own cuts if you think 
more are needed.

14 Inventory Chef Tréand looks over 
the cast pieces and finalizes his approach.



19 Mirroring elements The 
dual-piece base offers stability and height 
while still looking light and elegant.   

25 Dynamic composition  
Elements pointing up and down, 
encourage the viewer’s eye to move 
continuously from top to the bottom of 
the showpiece.

22 Rhythm Repeating elements 
create a visual rhythm that makes for a 
very nice design.

26 Harmony There are plenty of 
elements in the mat for you to decorate 
your showpiece.

20 Flow The individual pieces were 
designed for harmonious integration and 
can be put together any way you see fit.    

23 Fullness There are plenty of 
other elements in the mat to add full-
ness to your showpiece.

27 Final touch This showpiece 
design is only a suggestion of Chef 
Tréand. There are plenty of different 
ways to arrange the pieces to make 
them your own. Enjoy!

24 Balance As one side has a 
flourish, it is nice to have a different one 
on the opposite side. This balances the 
showpiece both physically and visually. 

21 Straight weight Always test the 
placement of the pieces before attaching 
them. Chef Tréand also makes sure the 
vertical pieces are attached perpendicular, 
to keep the showpiece stable.
